Preface

FHIS list has been prepared to show the very wide range of
. 1 Lifting operations which can be performed by hand-power
sl when suitable gearing is installed, Given correctly designed
and proportioned machinery, quite heavy loads can be raised and
lowered with very little human effort.

The whele theory of wetght raisitg is based on sething dne weight
against another, For instance, if the load to be raised weighs 561bs,
and there is a weight of 50 Ibs. at the other side of the pulley wheel,
then added effort is required sufficient only to raise 6 lbs,

Although the theory iz 50 simple, very many considerations
arise in actual practice. Satisfactory operation and safety depend
upon engineering skill of a high order, and, therefore, the necessity
of dealing only with a firm of Lift Engineers cannot be stressed too
strongly.

simultaneously be charged at the other. Double Lifis
are sometimes useful when intermediate floors are to be
served, but it usually happens that when one cage i5 at
an intermediate floor, the other is between floors, The
full benefit of the Double-cage is obtained st terminal
floors only., As a rule, two Single-cage lifts are more
useful when several floors are to be served. Supporting
timbers are not incladed.

All ‘keys are sunk into the shafts and fitted with stop
screws to prevent them werking back. Constructed on sound
lines of good material these lifts can be relied on for really
good service. Supporting timbers are not inchided.

HE large number of Flats now in oecupation has
crtatej a demand for an efficient Lift by means
of which groceries and similar articles may be

delivered by tradesmen from the outside of the building,

Lifts for this purpose usually run up from an area
serving each level through a suitable hatch. The hit
is operated from below by the Tradesman's messenger,

The lift shown is fitted with a Brake arranged to be
always in action except when released by means of a
foot lever. When the foot pressure is removed, the
cage is firmly held until the lever is again depressed,

The cage, which can be of any desired form, is
guided by two taut steel ropes. Suitable counter-
weighting makes operation very easy. Tell-tale chains
are a useful adjunet to indicate position of the cage.
Speaking tubes should be fitted to each suite,

HE applications of Cellar or Platform
Hoists are practically endless. One

adaptation is portrayed in the illustra-
tion which shows a communication between
pavement and basement. The platform could
just as easily and conveniently be made to
rise from the basement flush to an ingide
floor. As a matter of fact, these hoists are
much favoured in the latter position in Banks
where they deliver books, etc. into the centre
of the office.
